April 20, 2010 - Depart the U.S. for Italy.
April 21, 2010 - Rome:  Upon arrival, proceed to baggage claim and after clearing customs we will met by your Tour Escort and transferred to Ambasciatori Palace Hotel. Romans say the “Rome wasn’t built in a day”, nor can Rome be seen in a day. One could live in the Eternal City for years and still not see everything. It’s hard to say what you’ll find most breathtaking: Etruscan tombs, Republican meeting rooms, imperial temples, early Christian churches, medieval bell towers, baroque basilicas or Renaissance palaces. Afternoon is at leisure. Welcome dinner is at the local restaurant. (Dinner)
April 22, 2010 – Rome:  After breakfast we will visit the Hospital of Tor Vergata University School of Medicine) at 09:30am. We will have our joint scientific session between 11:00am to 05:00pm. (Breakfast)
April 23, 2010 - Rome:  After breakfast we will start our half day tour of Imperial Rome. Visit the Roman Forum, the most important archaeological area in the city and once the center of the public life, see the Colosseum, the most famous monument of ancient Rome and an impressive testament to her past greatness. End the tour with a visit of St. Peter’s in Chains to see Michelangelo’s Moses. Lunch is at the local trattoria. Afternoon is at leisure. (Breakfast, Lunch)

April 24, 2010 - Rome:  After breakfast start a guided tour of the Vatican Museums and the Sistine Chapel. The Vatican Museums and their immense wealth of art, resulting from centuries of papal collections, offer an extraordinary experience. Amongst others, see the great masterpieces of Renaissance art with the frescoes of the Raphael Rooms and one of Michelangelo’s greatest achievements, “The Last Judgment” in the Sistine Chapel. Afternoon is at leisure. Discover the ancient and modern aspects of this cosmopolitan city. Stop at a “trattoria” in Trastevere to try the local cuisine, sit outside of a caffé on elegant Via Veneto or maybe shop in fashionable Via Condotti or, for a wonderful range of art, antiques and antiquities shops, visit Via Margutta. (Breakfast)

April 25, 2010 - Rome/Pompeii/Capri/Rome:  After breakfast depart for a full day excursion. First, stop in Pompeii, the ancient city that lay buried beneath volcanic ash for over 1000 years. A guided tour will reveal the remarkable ruins of an advanced civilization, which was abruptly ended by a violent eruption of Mount Vesuvius in 79AD. You will have your lunch at the local restaurant. Later enjoy a Capri excursion by jetfoil. Visit the beautiful Cesare Augustus gardens, built on the ruins of ancient Roman structures. From here, enjoy the spectacular view of the Faraglioni, three majestic and solitary geological formations, rising from the blue waters. The largest rock, connected to the coast by a thin isthmus of land, is known as star, is 109 meters high, while the other two, “middle stack” and “rock”, are 81 and 104 meters high. Return to Sorrento in the evening. (Breakfast, Lunch)

April 26, 2010 - Rome:  After breakfast, start your half day walking tour. You will visit Spanish Steps, Trevi Fountain and Villa Borghese We will visit Tivoli this afternoon. Drive through the University area; pass the Cemetery of Verano, the Jewish Cemetery, & the Suphur Bath of Tivoli. Tour Hadrian’s Villa, once summer home of the gardens and fountains. Tonight farewell dinner is at the local restaurant in Tivoli. (Breakfast, Dinner).

April 27, 2010 – Rome/U.S.:  After breakfast, transfer to Rome airport for your return flight home. (Breakfast)
